As household visit 
the website or call into Recycle Bank to determine where to redeem their rewards, it’s important that you are 
an option as they make a selection. In addition, you are recognized as an environmentally responsible busi-
ness and there is a connection between your business and something important to the community. Being a 
Recycle Bank partner provides an unprecedented opportunity market exposure.

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FEATURED  BUSINESS:  JAY ’S  PEDAL  POWER  500 E  G IRARD  AVE  

 Thirty-five years ago cheap property, proximity to I-95, and abundant 
parking brought Jeff Rosenblum to Girard Avenue to open his bike shop.  A lot has 
changed in the intervening years: parking (for cars) has become a challenge, Gi-
rard has a trolley, and the neighborhood is home to a whole new demographic 
alongside longtime residents.  Through all of these changes and challenges Jay’s 
Pedal Power has grown to be among Pennsylvania’s premier cycling retailers. 

 More than just a simple neighborhood bike shop, Jay’s is an international 
retailer, serving customers all over the world via jayspedalpower.com.  By offering 
specialized products like adaptive bikes for people with disabilities, recumbent bikes for the less flexible, and 
folding bikes (legal for use on SEPTA during rush hour) Jeff has managed to appeal to a very specialized clien-
tele.  Because his products are so unique and hard to find, Jeff’s customer base extends far beyond Girard Ave-
nue.  Because of this broad customer base Jay’s was able to weather the vicissitudes of Philadelphia over the 
past three decades, and we can expect the venerable shop to be around well into the future. 

 As followers of the Sustainable 19125 campaign know, cycling is second only to walking in terms of sus-
tainability.  But being a purveyor of sustainable (and stylish) transport is not the only way Jay’s strives to im-
prove the environment we all share: about two thirds of the electricity used by the showroom is generated by 
solar panels on the second and third floors.  Add to that energy savings realized by the ongoing transition to 
LED bulbs (85% more efficient than incandescent) in the showroom, and Jay’s Pedal Power shines as an exam-
ple for other retailers to follow.
